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ADMINISTRATIVE ORDERS
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Orders of convenience : They are those orders issued to individuals which
aim at their convenience.
Corrective Orders : They are those which stand for correcting or controling
the individual's activity at a particular time or place.
Ancillary Orders: They are those which may be issued to support other forms
of administrative action

Orders of Exemption : The order of exemption exempts an individual from
compliance with a rule of public policy.
